A Wedding at St. Wilfrid’s ?

Here’'s what you need to know, and do, if you think you
might want to get married at
St. Wilfrid’s Church, Northenden.

Thank you for considering getting married here.

Some answers you might want to ask about:

. You can marry here if you live within the parish, or
already attend worship here fairly regularly.
o You can marry here if you or your family have

connections here through a marriage, a baptism or by
having lived or worshipped here in the past. (You will
need to discuss these details with the Rector)
o Even if none of these apply, still ask, and there may be
other ways for you to come here.

. "But I've been married before, and divorced.” Again, still
ask. Depending on your circumstances a wedding here
may be OK.

. “But we aren’t really religious.” You don’t have to be! The

church is here for the whole parish, not just for card
carrying members. We'd be happy to welcome you for
your special day. (And at other times too, of course!)



o "Carn our chiriaren be brigesma/ads’” There should be no
problem with that. It’s a good idea to let them feel it's a
special day for them too.

o How rmuch will 7t cost?” Probably less than any other
significant item in your budget! The basic "church fees”
will be less than £540 (2014 rates) ~ depending on
whether you live in Northenden or not. Organ music
should be a further £75 - £100, and the bells, if you
want them, another £130 or so. When you are ready for
more details of how this works out, ask.

o "We ve got these /aeas ror the service. Are they OK?”
For legal reasons we have to stick with the core of the
service as set, but what you wrap around it is very much
up to you. We'd be very happy to work with you to turn
your dreams into reality.

) “We’re not sure what we have to do.” We'd be very happy
to meet up and talk through what needs to be done for
the church service, and what the promises, before God
and your friends, all mean. As for the reception ... !

. "Can we have the time we want?” You can get married
at any time on any day, so long as it finishes before
6pm, and does not clash with a regular service, or
another wedding that is already booked. Most weddings
take about 1%2 hours from when the groom arrives to
when the last guest goes on to the reception, but the
service itself is about 35 mins.
